Sunday Gospel Readings and
Questions for home reflection:

Gospel January 1, 2012- Mary,
The Holy Mother of God

Luke 2: 16-21

So they came in a hurry and found their
way to Mary and Joseph, and the baby as
He lay in the manger. When they had
seen this, they made known the
statement which had been told them
about this Child. And all who heard it
wondered at the things which were told
them by the shepherds. But Mary
treasured all these things, pondering
them in her heart. The shepherds went
back, glorifying and praising God for all
that they had heard and seen, just as had
been told them.

And when eight days had passed, before
His circumcision, His name was then
called Jesus, the name given by the angel
before He was conceived in the womb.

Questions for Adults:

Gospel January 8, 2012-
Epiphany
Matthew 2:1-12

When Jesus was born in Bethlehem of
Judea, in the days of King Herod, behold,
magi from the east arrived in Jerusalem,
saying, "Where is the newborn king of the
Jews? We saw his star at its rising and have
come to do him homage." When King Herod
heard this, he was greatly troubled, and all
Jerusalem with him. Assembling all the
chief priests and the scribes of the people, he
inquired of them where the Messiah was to
be born. They said to him, "In Bethlehem of
Judea, for thus it has been written through
the prophet:

And you, Bethlehem, land of Judah, are by
no means least among the rulers of Judah;
since from you shall come a ruler, who is to
shepherd my people Israel."' Then Herod
called the magi secretly and ascertained
from them the time of the star's appearance.
He sent them to Bethlehem and said, "Go
and search diligently for the child. When
you have found him, bring me word, that I
too may go and do him homage." After their
audience with the king they set out. And
behold, the star that they had seen at its
rising preceded them, until it came and
stopped over the place where the child was.
They were overjoyed at seeing the star, and
on entering the house they saw the child
with Mary his mother. They prostrated
themselves and did him homage.

List 3 talents you have. This week, what
gift can you give Jesus by sharing one of
your gifts and talents with someone else?



Gospel January 15, 2012
John 1:35-42

The next day John was there again with two
of his disciples, and as he watched Jesus
walk by, he said, "Behold, the Lamb of
God." The two disciples heard what he said
and followed Jesus. Jesus turned and saw
them following him and said to them, "What
are you looking for?" They said to him,
"Rabbi" (which translated means Teacher),
"where are you staying?" He said to
them,"Come, and you will see." So they
went and saw where he was staying, and
they stayed with him that day. It was about
four in the afternoon. Andrew, the brother of
Simon Peter, was one of the two who heard
John and followed Jesus. He first found his
own brother Simon and told him, "We have
found the Messiah" (which is translated
Anointed). Then he brought him to Jesus.
Jesus looked at him and said, "You are
Simon the son of John; you will be called
Kephas" (which is translated Peter).

Questions for Adults:

How do you carry out your baptismal
promises to reject sin so as to live in the
freedom of God’s children?

What responsibilities do you as parents have
in helping your children grow in faith?

Questions for Children:

Jesus said “Come and see”. We all need to
listen to Jesus. When and where can you
spend 10 minutes in prayer each day?

Gospel January 22, 2012
Mark 1:14-20

After John had been arrested, Jesus came to
Galilee proclaiming the gospel of God:
"This is the time of fulfillment. The
kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and
believe in the gospel." As he passed by the
Sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and his
brother Andrew casting their nets into the
sea; they were fishermen. Jesus said to them,
"Come after me, and I will make you fishers
of men." Then they abandoned their nets and
followed him. He walked along a little

farther and saw James, the son of Zebedee,
and his brother John. They too were in a
boat mending their nets. Then he called
them. So they left their father Zebedee in the
boat along with the hired men and followed
him.

Questions for Adults:

Why did the first followers of Jesus drop
everything to follow Jesus? What was so
attractive about following this man they
hardly knew?

Questions for Children:

What must we do in order to continue
having the grace and courage to follow
Jesus? What does Jesus ask you to do as his
follower?

Gospel January 29, 2012
Mark 1:21-28

Then they came to Capernaum, and on the
sabbath he entered the synagogue and
taught. The people were astonished at his
teaching, for he taught them as one having
authority and not as the scribes. In their
synagogue was a man with an unclean spirit;
he cried out, "What have you to do with us,
Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to
destroy us? I know who you are--the Holy
One of God!" Jesus rebuked him and said,
"Quiet! Come out of him!" The unclean
spirit convulsed him and with a loud cry
came out of him. All were amazed and
asked one another, "What is this? A new
teaching with authority. He commands even
the unclean spirits and they obey him." His
fame spread everywhere throughout the
whole region of Galilee.

Questions for Adults:

Why do you believe in God? Why do you
think God came to earth as a human being
like us? Why do you believe in Jesus? Why
did Jesus die for us?

Questions for Children:

Who is Jesus? Of all the things Jesus said
and taught, what has made the most
impression on you? Why?
